Adventure Mice: Otter Chaos by Phillip Reeve and Sarah
Mcintyre

Nurture Report

Nurture Ambassadors

This week we started talking about '‘Behaviour' as one of the Six Principles of Nurture. We
recognised that our behaviour can show how we are feeling.

Challenging behaviour is often a way of trying to communicate our emotions - this could be anger,
tiredness, frustration or excitement. We talked about how a person may not be receiving much
attention at home, they might not be getting enough sleep for some reason, or they are hungry
because there wasn't time for breakfast!

We made stick puppets, which we will be using in our next session, to act out some different
scenarios. It is often easier to explore behaviour in the 'third person' so the children have given
their puppets a name and a personality. We will be considering reasons behind their behaviour,
when we act out the stories, and talking about how restorative conversations can have more impact
than getting cross.



We have also selected a 'Secret Spy' - this is a Nurture Ambassador who will be on the lookout for
someone showing kind and helpful behaviour, over the next couple of weeks, and then reporting
back at our meeting so that we can thank that person

Maybe you could read stories together and talk about the different ways characters are behaving or
you could have a ‘catch them being good’ week, where everyone in the family has to note
something positive about each other, e.g. “I really liked the way you tidied your room, without being
asked, today” or “I love the way you cheered your brother up when he was feeling sad!” Drawing
attention to the good things can be really motivating for getting others to follow suit!

Attendance Reminder

Just to remind parents/carers that if they take their children out of school without authority for 5 or more days (which do
not have to be consecutive), then the following will apply:

If you have not incurred a penalty notice relating to this child/children in a rolling 3 year period since 19 August 2024, then
the penalty notice will be charged at the rate of £160.00, per parent/carer per child, if paid within 28 days. This will be
reduced to £80.00 if paid within 21 days of receipt of the notice. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will result in Surrey County
Council considering legal proceedings against you in the Magistrates Court.

If you have incurred a penalty notice relating to this child/children since 19 August 2024, the rolling 3 year period will be
activated from the date of the first penalty notice and the second penalty notice will be charged at the flat rate of £160.00,
per parent/carer per child, if paid within 28 days. There will be no reduction for payment within 21 days. Failure to pay
the Penalty Notice will result in Surrey County Council considering legal proceedings against you in the Magistrates Court.

If you have incurred 2 penalty notices relating to this child/children in the rolling 3 year period since the first penalty notice
was issued, then you will NOT receive a third penalty notice — Surrey County Council will have no option but to consider a
prosecution, per parent/carer per child, in the Magistrates Court under s 444 Education Act 1996.

Surrey County Council is not responsible for authorising pupil absence and therefore cannot withdraw any Penalty Notice
requests without the written permission of the Head teacher.
